The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in special session on April 26, 2018.  Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 1:30 P.M., with members Christenson, Brossart and Hoffert present.  Larson absent.  

Kelsey Siegler, Emergency Manager, joined the meeting.

Briefly discussed the drought conditions, and Kelsey Siegler, DES Emergency Manager, stated that Pierce County, North Dakota, has endured abnormally dry conditions compiled with high winds, which has resulted in the potential for numerous rural fires.  All available resources remain committed to protecting life and property.  Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to adopt a Fire Emergency and Burn Ban Declaration.   Motion carried.  Resolution adopted and is on file in the Auditor-Treasurer’s office.

There being no further business, Chairman Migler adjourned the meeting at 1:45 P.M.

				          May 1, 2018

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on May 1, 2018.  Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffart and Larson present.  Also present was Bryce Berginski, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Migler led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to accept the April minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to accept the financial report for the month of April.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.
Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5889-#5896 in the amount of $10,958.42, for the month of April.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence letter from ND DEM on DR 4128 (2013) Fema.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to de-obligate 2013 Fema Funds, in the amount of $8,287.50, on PW 115- Road District #26 (Hillside).  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, that payment be made from the 2017 Disaster Fund to the following townships for road repair: Rd District 6 (Barton) $1,020.00; Rd District 14 (Christenson) $6,264.19; Rd District 7 (Dewey) $1,814.61; Rd District 5 (East Barton) $1,182.35; Rd District 12 (Hurricane Lake) $5,312.50; Rd District 8 (Walsh) $2,075.29; Elverum Township $837.25 and Meyer Township $5,610.00.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Hoffert, to accept the resignation from Ken Reed, County Coroner, effective May 15,2018.  Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to appoint Dustin Hager, as the County Coroner.  Motion carried.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff and Shelby Volk, Deputy Sheriff, joined the meeting.

Josh Siegler, Sheriff, introduced Shelby Volk, Deputy Sheriff, to the board.

Josh Siegler, Sheriff, gave the board a report for his department for the month of April. Total calls-42; Medical calls-0; Fire calls-1; Traffic Accidents-0; Assist Other Agencies-3; Prisoner Transports-10; Arrests-21; Citations-14; Papers Served-27; Warrants Served-14.

Josh Siegler, Sheriff, also informed the board that he has re-hired Ann Gibson, as a part-time dispatcher.  

Roger Tank, Supervisor, Reno Valley Township, joined the meeting and said that they (township board), would like to see the blade operator at least twice a month. Roger said more traffic will be on their roads once the Highway #3 Road project is started. Migler told him to visit with blade operator, Gary Rose, and tell him exactly what you want done in your Township.

Mike Graner, Administrator, HACTC, joined the meeting.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC board.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid, for the month of March for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the financial report for the month of March, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Administrator, HACTC, gave the board an update on the inmate population for April, which was 101. High 108, Low 94. May currently has 103.  Bookings 65; Releases 72. Personnel 23/24 positions, 2 resignations; 1 new hire. No significant incidences.  Profit for the month of March was $3,884.72.

Mike presented to the board a food service contract with CBM Managed Services for one (1) year, starting July 1, 2018 and ending June 30, 2019. 

Board reconvened at 8:50 A.M, with all members present.

Allan Meckle, Community Service Coordinator, met and gave the board a report on the community service program. Allan shared that he has 59 cases (all 3 counties) that are open. Fifty-Two (52) cases completed since the first of January. Number of hours completed in Pierce County from January 1st to April 30 was 1,196.5.  Allan informed the board that he has applied for a CVA Grant from the NDDOCR for Victim/Witness Advocate program, and that he will know by July 1st if it is granted.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to accept the notice of award and contract for construction with Knife River Materials, for Road Project CNOB-CNOC 3527 (056), Reshaping & Graveling CMC route 3527 near Knox, beginning at County line, then North 5 Miles.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence received from Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, PC on Road Project CNOB-CNOC-3527 (056) Regraveling & Reshaping Change Order.  After discussion, a motion was made by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, upon approval by the contractor on the change order, authorizing the chairman to sign the change order.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence from Tanya Wieler, HR Advisor, on additional Revised Policy Updates- clarifying pay during inclement weather, pay for our essential personnel over holidays and flex/comp time with exempt-level employees. Currently these are areas of the policy that are not explicitly in policy; putting these items in writing will ensure everyone is on the same page and consistency in our pay practices.  Moved by Brossart and seconded by Larson, to approve the additional policy updates.  Motion carried.

Darren Lysne, Paul Zeien, Charles Hamilton, Lee Wolf and Gary Rose, joined the meeting.

Darren Lysne and Paul Zeien, Blade operators, had completed Level I of the NDLTAP course.

Maynard Peterson, RDO Equipment, met with the board and went over some different cutting edges that are being used.  Maynard recommended to the board to try Stinger Carbide tipped cutting edges. Maynard said that he has a set that the county blade operators could try and see if they like them before purchasing the Stinger Carbide tipped cutting edge.  The cost is $5500 per set, which can be used for approximately 1,000 hours.  Board agreed that all the blade operators should try these different cutting edges before the county would purchase.

Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the site authorization for games of chance from Rugby Eagles Aerie #3834, beginning July 1, 2018 and ending June 30, 2019.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Amended-Fire Emergency and Burn Ban Declaration.  Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to adopt the amended-fire emergency and burn ban declaration (to include controlling burning of agricultural land, ditches, tree rows and demolishing of structures using fire; not however, limiting the use of grills or commercially sold-enclosed fire pits).

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to call for bids, for the purchase of one (1) new 2018 four-wheel drive motor grader, with front wheel assist.  Bids will be opened on June 5, 2018 @ 11:45 A.M.  Motion carried.

Blaine and Susie Schmaltz and Rebecca Leier, joined the meeting.

Rebecca Leier, shared with the board some information concerning the Natural Resource Committee meeting minutes- September 2017, Nuclear Waste Bore Hole. She was particularly interested in the second document (Proposed Amendment to Century Code) page 14, line 4, 38-23-08 County Zoning Authority. Rebecca had said that she had reached out to Jon Nelson and that he stated that the proposed amendment change will not be heard until the Legislature meets again.

Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, recommend to Rebecca Leier that they could do the following:
1. Hire a Lobbyist
2. Contact the legislator interim committee members

Rebecca asked “Is there something we can do in our county”?  She asked the commission if they could contact surrounding counties and give them this information she has to share with them.  Board suggested that she could also possibly speak at the next Elmer Jesme meeting. Chairman Migler directed the auditor-treasurer to send this information to surrounding county auditors and that he will contact them on this issue.

Rick Srur, custodian, Memorial Hall, met at the board’s request. Rick was informed on issues pertaining to his job and hours that he needs to follow.

Blade operators were put on a fifty (50) hour week starting April 30, 2018.
