PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

				          August 5, 2014

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on August 5, 2014.  Chairman Johnston called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Bohl, Migler and Larson present.  Also present was Tim Chapman, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Johnston led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to accept the July minutes as mailed. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Allen McKay, Administrator, Lake Region District Health, presented the budget for 2015.  The amount requested is based on the taxable valuation of each county in the district.  Allen explained the programs, along with the costs and funding. The amount of funding requested for the 2015 budget year is $112,563 from Pierce County.  Meeting of joint boards will be held on September 2, 2014 at 8:30 a.m. by conference call.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Christenson, to accept the financial report for the month of July.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to transfer $100,000 from County Poor Relief to Social Welfare Fund.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5273-5288 in the amount of $2,833.02 for the month of July.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, that payment be made from the 2013 Disaster Fund to the following township –Road District #26 (Hillside Township) $10,021.41.  Motion carried.

Migler discussed with the rest of the board water issues in Hillside Township. Also discussed were the tires on the new blade that the county will be receiving.

Board reviewed a request from the custodian, to purchase two new vacuum cleaners for the courthouse.  A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson to purchase two new vacuum cleaners.  Motion carried.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC Board.

Mike Graner, Director of Operations, Daren Heidbreder, Chief of Security, and Matt Lunde, Sheriff, joined the meeting.

Mike gave the board an update on the prisoner population and stated that they are still short 3-4 correctional officers.  Mike informed the board that they opened a new position –corporal, which correctional officers can apply for, but this position would have added responsibilities.

Board reviewed the financials for the HACTC.  A motion was made Migler and seconded by Bohl, to approve the bills for the month of June.  Motion carried.

Daren Heidbreder, Chief of Security, gave the board an update on some security tools that the correctional facility is planning on purchasing. He also explained online training that will be available to all the correctional officers. Forty hours of continuing education courses is required every 3 years..

Matt Lunde, Sheriff, informed the board that he is going to appoint Mike Graner, as Administrator, at the HACTC.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, joined the meeting and presented a change order on Road Project CNOA-3529 (054) Overlay, in the amount of $47,187.02. A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Christenson, to approve the change order, in the amount of $47,187.02 to Knife River.  Motion carried.

Jessica went over the Orrin Road Project and presented a rough draft on road repairs for Hillside Township.

Ted Mertz met with the board and presented a sketch of proposed land located in NE1/4SW1/4, Gov’t Lot 3, section 30, Township 152 North, Range 73 West, total acres 62.7. This is presently zoned a rural recreational district and he asked what steps would need to be followed to develop a RV campground.
Board advised Ted Mertz to get on the Zoning Board’s agenda.

Matt Lunde, Sheriff, presented revised budgets for the sheriff’s department and LEC department.
Sheriff Lunde went over his departmental budget requesting a 4 wheeler and trailer.  He stated that he had used his own 4- wheeler on Sunday, at an event.  Board stated that they would rather pay the individual for the use of their own 4- wheeler instead of purchasing one.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Christenson, that the county would pay a fee of $50.00 per time, for use of a 4-wheeler, with $1,000.00 maximum per year for sheriff’s department.  Motion carried. 

Carrie Vallier, 9-1-1 Coordinator met and informed the board that our current 9 -1-1- provider is no longer going to provide services due to technology upgrades and substantial costs involved for the Next Gen 9-1-1 service. Therefore, ITD would provide the services, but the buy in is $120,000.00, with a month maintenance fee of approximately $2,000 to $3,000 per month. Discussed was increasing the fee for 9-1-1 services from $1.00 to $1.50 per month, per phone line. A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Christenson, to adopt a resolution, to propose increasing the existing monthly fee to direct the measure to be placed on the November ballot. Resolution adopted and is on file in the Auditor’s office.

Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting. Galen discussed with the board the conference call he and Auditor Fursather had with Great Plains Benefits Group Advisor Roger Krueger, regarding accumulated leave for Yvonne Hagen, Community Service Coordinator. Roger stated that accrued vacation earned in one position of the county may be transferred to another position within the county. Galen said that Yvonne was paid out for her accumulated vacation hours according to the employee manual and lost hours that were over the maximum allowed. 

Board began reviewing departmental budgets and any correspondence that was received from department heads.
Commissioners, Auditor-Treasurer and EAPC Architects, did a walk through of the completed remodel of the Social Service Offices project.

There being no further business, Johnston adjourned the meeting at 2:30 p.m.
