PROCEEDINGS OF PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on August 7, 2018. Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffert and Larson present.  Also present was Bryce Berginski, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Migler led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to accept the July minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to accept the financial report for the month of July.  Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Larson, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5911-5916, in the amount of $820.63, for the month of July.  Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to transfer $100,000 from Highway Distribution to Road & Bridge Fund.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, that payment be made from the 2017 Disaster Fund to the following townships for road repair: Truman Township $1,628.18; Road District #2 (Wolford) $596.70; Road District #12 (Hurricane Lake) $5,778.71 and Road District #3 (Juniata) $1,416.71.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Joe Seil, for tax year 2018 (2018-47), on the following described property as N1/2NE1/4, Section 22, Township 156 North, Range 72 West, located in Meyer Township, to lower the true and full value from 223,206 to 118,206.  Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the abatement application for tax year 2018, as recommended by the Tax Director, in accordance with veteran’s exemption.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Jeff & Jennifer Stewart, for tax year 2018 (2018-46), on the following described property as Lot 2, Block 2, Pierce County 5-78, located in the City of Rugby.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to lower the True & Full Value from 147,970 to 137,011, for tax year 2018, as recommended by the Tax Director, and to concur with the City of Rugby.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Dennis J Marthe, for tax year 2018 (2018-48), on the following described property as E 66’ of Lots 10,11,12, Block 16, R. O., located in the City of Rugby.  Moved by Larson and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the abatement application for tax year 2018, as recommended by the Tax Director, in accordance with homestead credit.  Motion carried.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, met and gave the board a report for the month of July, for his department.  Total calls-60; Medical calls-1; Fire Calls-4; Traffic Accidents-5; Assist Other Agencies-6; Prisoner Transports-9; Arrests-19; Citations-63; Papers Served-20; Warrants Served-9.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, informed the board that he has put the job opening for a full-time dispatcher in the Pierce County Tribune.

Board recessed at 8:45: A.M., to sit on the HACTC Board.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid, for the month of June, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Administrator, HACTC, gave the board an update on the inmate population for July, which was 99.  High 105; Low 97.  August currently has 103. Bookings 83; Releases 90; Personnel 24/24, No resignations, 1 new hire.  There was a deficit of $13,208.22, for the month of June, YTD Deficit $11,427.85.

Mike stated that PREA Final report was issued and the HACTC is in full compliance. DOCR annual jail inspection was completed in July and Mike said they are waiting for the final report.  There are some recommendations, but will wait for the report.  Mike said he has not received an updated contract from the U. S. Marshals, as of today.

Parking lot maintenance at the HACTC- Mike is waiting for a proposal from Mayo Construction, to repair a pothole near the kitchen sally-port.  A chip-seal will be done in the summer of 2019.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the financial report for the month of June, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Kelsey Siegler, Emergency Management, met with the board concerning a mutual aid agreement with Rolette County. Kelsey explained that this agreement would be for shared resources, in case of a declared emergency. After further discussion, moved by Hoffert and seconded by Christenson, authorizing the chairman, to sign the mutual aid agreement with Rolette County.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the minutes from the January 29, 2018, LEC Board meeting.  Motion carried.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met with the board. Jessica stated that she did not have an update on the road project, but she presented to the board a list of road projects that have been completed since 2015.  She asked the board to think about what roads that they would like to add to the list, so if there is future funding, they would have a prospective project list. Jessica also shared a map showing what road projects have been completed.

Fursather, Auditor-Treasurer, went over the preliminary budget with the board and gave the board estimated 2019 mill levies.  After further discussion, moved by Larson and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the preliminary budget as presented.  Motion carried.

Chairman Migler asked if an agreement has been drawn up by Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, for the position of clinical counselor position, that is being shared with Rugby Public School District, as this position starts on August 15th.  Fursather, Auditor-Treasurer, said she has not received the agreement as of yet.

There being no further business, Chairman Migler adjourned the meeting at 10:45 A.M.

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in special session on August 10, 2018. Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 11:15 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Larson and Melinda Bischoff Voeller, Director, Social Services, present. Absent: Hoffert.  Also present were Association of Counties Terry Traynor, Executive Director, Genny Dienstmann, Assistant Director, Operations, Jeff Eslinger, Communications Manager, Devra Smestad, NDACo President and Reinhard Hauck, President of NDCCA.

Melinda Bischoff Voeller, Director, Social Services, stated that the funding formula used for Social Services, was used from 2015 when her department was not fully staffed. Melinda also felt that the State, should be using the same formula for services that are provided by the Social Services whether it is in Cass County or Rolette County.

Briefly discussed was recreational marijuana, bore hole, county agent-new formula that will be used for the 2019 budget- where the counties are responsible for 40% of wages and benefits, as cuts were made at the State for NDSU Extension Programs.  Counties previously had to pay 50% of the salary.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Auditor- Treasurer, Fursather, questioned the cost of the estimated tax statement software, supplies and postage and what it is going to cost the taxpayer. Fursather also questioned levy 1212 Farm to Market, which was repealed and will need to go to the vote of people before 2025. Levy 1204- Road & Bridge- the levy can go up to 10 mills.

There being no further business, Migler adjourned the meeting at 12:00 noon.
