					December 4, 2018

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on December 4, 2018.
Auditor-Treasurer, Fursather, called the meeting to order 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffert, Berg and Migler present.  Also, present was Bryce Berginksi, Pierce County Tribune.

Auditor-Treasurer, Fursather led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Upon call for nominations for Chairman, for ensuing year, Brossart nominated Migler for Chairman.  Following no further nominations, moved by Hoffert, that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Migler, for Chairman.  Motion carried.

Upon call for nominations for Vice-Chairman, for ensuing year, Migler nominated Brossart for Vice-Chairman.  Following no further nominations, moved by Hoffert, that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Brossart, for Vice-Chairman.  Motion carried.

Fursather turned the meeting over to Chairman Migler.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to accept the November minutes as mailed. Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to accept the financial report for the month of November. Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5935-5939, in the amount of $581.60, for the month of November.  Motion carried.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, met and gave the board a report for the month of November, for his department.  Total calls-47; Medical calls-2; Fire calls-none; Traffic accidents-6; Assist Other Agencies-8; Prisoner Transports-8; Arrests-11; Citations-26; Papers served-20; Warrants served-3.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, informed the board that a dispatcher has resigned and that he will be looking to hire a fulltime dispatcher late January or early February. Josh also informed the board that he had visited with the county coroner, Dustin Hager, and they agreed that he would be compensated $75.00 per incident or call out.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, HACTC, joined the meeting.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC board.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, gave the board an update on the inmate population for November, which was 105. High of 112; Low 99.  December currently has 97.  Bookings 56; Releases 64; Personnel 23/24 officer positions filled. Two staff members left employment. One recent officer will be returning in late December. There was a deficit of $1,502.01, for the month of October.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the financial report for the month of October, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Board reconvened at 9:00 A.M, with all members present.

Melinda Bischoff Voeller, Director, Social Services, joined the meeting.

Dr. Mike McNeff, Superintendent, Rugby Public Schools, introduced Dori Lennert, Licensed Clinical Counselor, to the board. Dori updated the board on the services she is providing to the school, jail and social services department. Dr. Mike McNeff stated that it is another level of support for our community and thanked the commission for helping support this position.  Follow-up report will be given in the spring.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met with the board on Road Project CNOB-CNOC-3527 (056) Reshaping and Graveling of Knox Road.  Jessica presented the contractor’s progressive estimate #2 in the amount of $62,771.99, to Knife River Materials. Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve payment, in the amount of $62, 771.99, to Knife River Materials.  Motion carried.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, read a letter from Knife River Materials, asking the board to consider to waive the liquidated damages in the amount of $9,900.00, and to ask that the extension date on this road project be extended to November 1st instead of October 20th. Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to deny the forgiveness of the liquidated damages, on Road Project CNOB-CNOC-3527 (056).  Motion carried.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, informed the board that all monies from HB 1176 and SB 2103, that were allocated through DOT, have been spent. The county would be responsible for approximately $10,810.68, on Road Project CONB-CNOC-3527 (056).

Board reviewed Community Block Grant Application, Souris Basin Planning Council, from Jamey Weinmann, asking Pierce County, to sign a resolution of Sponsorship, for Project titled “Selz Lift Station Rehab”.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, authorizing the chairman to sign the resolution of sponsorship, for the project titled “Selz Lift Station Rehab”.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed proposals from Gault’s Trucking, Harper Oil and Envision, for replacing tires on county truck.  Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Christenson, to accept the proposal from Gault’s Trucking, in the amount of $648.00.  Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Christenson, to approve the payment to Rugby Public School District, for licensed clinical counselor, that is shared by county, jail and school district.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the applications for Beer & Liquor Licenses, from Rugby Golf Club, Rugby Eagles Aerie #3834 and Joe Goldade (Larry’s Bar) Selz, and that refund be made in accordance with ordinance.  Motion carried.

As the hour of 10:30 A.M., was past, the board held first public hearing on adding language on Aggregate Mining, Mineral Exploration and Mineral Production into the Planning and Zoning Ordinance, as recommended by the Planning and Zoning Board.  No comments were received prior to the hearing.  Next public hearing will be held on January 3, 2019, at 10:30 A.M.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Berg, to adopt the 2018 Pierce County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to transfer $7,000 from the General Fund, to Library Elevator Project.  Motion carried.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Berg, to make an additional payment to USDA, for the Library Elevator Project, with $6,000 from the City of Rugby and $5,000 from the Heart of America Library. Motion carried.


Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Ronnie Schmeets, LE, for tax year 2018 (2018-59), on the following described property, as Lot 7-8, Block 4, Village of Selz, located in Hagel Township (151-72). Jeff Beyer, Bottineau County Social Service Chairman, said that this group would need to come up with a district name. How often does the workgroup want to meet?  Also, how often would the full group like to meet? David Migler suggested that the full group meet as needed. The working group will take back the information to their full board of county commissioners and social service boards.
