PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS




            July 3, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on July 3, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Bohl, Johnston and Migler present.  Larson absent.  Also present was Terri Barta, The Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to accept the June minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

Larson joined the meeting.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly worker time sheets.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to transfer $73,260.50 from Social Security Fund to Health Insurance Fund.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to approve the Disabled Veterans Tax Credit on parcel #10108.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to cancel the following warrants from Merchants Bank- Ck #4409- Desserae Berndt $20.00; Ck $4464-Lynette Vollmer $25.00; Ck 4627- Christine Mazenc $16.54; Ck 30496- Derek Heffta $150.00 and send payment to the State Land Department as unclaimed property, per N.D.C.C. 43-30-1.17 (05).  Motion carried.

Karin Fursather, Auditor/Treasurer, presented the Pledge of Assets from Merchants Bank, Bremer Bank and Ramsey Bank.  Bank balances as of June 30, 2012 were reviewed.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to approve the Pledge of Assets as presented.  Motion carried.

Elaine Little, Administrator, HACTC met and presented her letter of resignation effective October 19, 2012. A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to accept the resignation from Elaine Little, Administrator, HACTC and thanked her for her years of service. Motion carried.

Bohl informed the board that he has calls pertaining to the hedge that is owned by the county on the west side of the parking lot.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to cut the hedge down to the ground.  Motion carried.

Board recessed at 9:00 A.M.  to sit on the County Park Board.

Board reconvened at 9:30 a.m. with all members present.

Migler informed the board that the Selz Shop is in need of paint.  A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Migler to paint the Selz shop, with the cost being approximately $5,000.00.  Motion carried.

Gary Larson and Lincoln Larson, joined the meeting.  Gary presented and read a letter on the hog barn permit extension to Hexagon Farms.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to approve the annual insurance premium to the State Fire and Tornado Fund, in the amount of $2,923.94.  Motion carried.

Christenson informed the rest of the board that a county agent as been hired. Her name is Yolanda Goodman and will start August 1, 2012. 

Board reviewed correspondence from Terry Traynor on the 9-1-1 Agreement Amendment.  After review, a motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to approve the Next Generation 9-1-1 Implementation, which will begin January 1, 2013.
Motion carried.

Nick J. Brossart, Zoning Administrator, joined the meeting.

As the hour of 10:00 A.M. was past, the board held hearing on the proposed changes to the Pierce County Zoning and Planning Ordinance.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to approve the proposed changes to the county’s zoning and planning ordinance, with adding item – X- Crew Camp Housing under Article 2 (General Provisions), Section 12 (Agricultural District), Conditional Uses.  Upon roll call vote- unanimous vote was cast.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed the fee schedule for Conditional Use Permits, Variance Permits, Amendments and Building Permits (Residential and Commercial).  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to amend the fee schedule for Conditional Use Permits, Variance Permits, Amendments, Building Permits (Residential and Commercial) to the county’s zoning and planning ordinance under Article 4 Administrator and Enforcement, Section 8.  Motion carried.

David Denich, Community Service Coordinator, presented the annual report for the community service program to the board. 
Roger Arenz, TrueNorth Steel, stopped by and introduced himself to the board.
There being no further business, Christenson moved to adjourn at 11:30 a.m.
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
