The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on July 3, 2018.  Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffert and Larson present.  Also present was Bryce Berginski, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Migler led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to accept the minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Christenson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to accept the financial report for the month of June.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5908-5910, in the amount of $1,916.76, for the month of June.  Motion carried.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, joined the meeting.

Josh Siegler, Sheriff, gave the board a report for the month of June, for his department.  Total calls-57; Medical calls-2; Fire calls-3; Traffic Accidents-4; Assist Other Agencies-2; Prisoner Transports-5; Arrests-15; Citations-28; Papers Served-14; Warrants Served-3.

Josh said that he received a resignation from Riley Jones, Dispatcher, and that he will be advertising for a full-time dispatcher.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, joined the meeting.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC board.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid, for the month of May, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Administrator, HACTC, gave the board an update on the inmate population for June, which was 100. High 106, Low 91.  July currently has 100.  Bookings 69; Releases 67; Personnel 23/24, No resignations; 1 new hire. Profit for the month was $1,532.72; YTD profit- $1,500.00. 

Mike stated that no contract agreement has been approved with USMS. The facility had on-site PREA audit completed June 6 & 7 and that he is waiting for the initial report. The DOCR facility inspections will be held sometime this month.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the financial report for the month of May, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Board reconvened at 9:00 A.M, with all members present.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Frank Schumacker, for tax year 2018 (2018-45), on the following described property as S 49.05’ of Lots 4,5, & 6, Erickson’s Addition, located in the City of Rugby.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the abatement application for tax year 2018, as recommended by the Tax Director, in accordance with blind exemption.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Lore Tuff, for tax years 2017 & 2018 (2018-43& 44), on the following described property as Lot 6, Blessum’s Addition, located in the City of Rugby.  Moved by Brossart and seconded by Larson, to approve the abatement application for tax years 2017 & 2018, as recommended by the Tax Director, and to concur with the City of Rugby, as property corrected per appraisal.  Motion carried.

Ted Mertz, joined the meeting.

Board reviewed a plat in 1st Addition to Antelope Hills, which is located in part of Government Lot 4, Section 30, Township 152 North; Range 73 West, Pierce County, owned by Ted & Tamara Mertz.  After further discussion, moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to approve the plat.  Motion carried.

Karin Fursather, Auditor-Treasurer, presented the Pledge of Assets from Merchants Bank, Bremer Bank, Ramsey Bank and First International Bank & Trust.  Reviewed the bank balances as of June 30, 2018.  Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve the Pledge of Assets, as presented.  Motion carried.

Yolanda Schmidt, NDSU Extension Agent, and Ron Wiederholt, District Director, met with the board.  Yolanda passed out materials on NDSU Extension: A Snapshot; Ag and Natural Resources- Educational Programs; North Dakota 4-H Youth Development Organizations and Programs and NDSU Extension Program Initiatives -Final Ranking by SBARE.

Ron Wiederholt, District Director, went over the SBARE findings, which took approximately two years to complete.  The counties currently contribute 50% of the county agent salary, but with State Funding cuts, the counties will be contributing 40% of the salary and benefits for the 2019 budget. Pierce County’s share of the increase will be approximately $5,154.00.

Board reviewed correspondence from NDPERS on Group Life Insurance Program, which can be offered to their employees that work 20 or more hours per week and are permanent employees.  A motion was made by Hoffert for Pierce County to affirm to North Dakota Public Employees Retirement System that Pierce County is formed pursuant to N.D.C.C. 11-01-36, and is neither a non-profit nor a for-profit corporation, to join the NDPERS Life Insurance Plan and offer the plan to all eligible employees of Pierce County.  The motion was seconded by Larson.  The Board approved joining the NDPERS Life Insurance Plan effective January 1, 2019.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Hoffert, to re-appoint Mike Christenson, as a member of the Pierce County Weed Board. Motion carried.
