PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

				               July 5, 2016

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on July 5, 2016.  Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Johnston and Larson present.  Also present was Byrce Berginski, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Migler led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Johnston and seconded by Brossart, to accept the June minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Christenson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Moved by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to accept the financial report for the month of June.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Larson, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5652-5663 in the amount of $1,036.99, for the month of June.  Motion carried.

Moved by Johnston and seconded by Christenson, to make payment from the 2014 Disaster Fund to the following township: Road District #3 (Juniata) $13,998.54.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Daniel J Volk, (2016-64) for tax year 2016, on the following described property, as N1/2 Lot 2, Blessum’s 3rd Addition, located in the City of Rugby.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Johnston, to approve the abatement application for tax year 2016 (2016-64), as recommended by the Tax Director, in accordance with homestead credit filed.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence received from Benson County Commissioners on entering into an agreement for the general maintenance, minor repairs, and snow removal on roads that border Pierce County. Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to adopt the County Border Agreement with Benson County.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to re-appoint Christenson, Fursather and Johnston, as members of the Pierce County Social Service Board.  Motion carried.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, met and gave the board a report for the month of June, for his department.  Total calls-70; Medical calls-3; Fire Calls- 2; Traffic Accidents- 1; Assist Other Agencies-17; Prisoner Transports- 11; Arrests-21; Citations-22; Papers served-22; Warrants served-5. Josh Siegler, Sheriff also shared with the board that he had an applicant that would be interested in a position with the county as a deputy/dispatcher. Chairman Migler asked if this would cut out the cost of over-time for the dispatchers and where else could cuts be made to justify this position.  Siegler will figure an estimated cost and report back to the board.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC Board.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, joined the meeting.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid for the month of June, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Moved by Johnston and seconded by Christenson, to approve the financial report for the month of June, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, went over the profit and loss for the HACTC, there was a profit of $46, 621.99, for the month of May. Inmate population for June was 120. There were 98 bookings and 103 released. Personnel-1 new hire. Renewal contracts have been sent to Burke County and City of Bismarck, with a renewal date of August 1st. There were no health or safety issues for the month of June at the HACTC.

Board recessed to sit on County Park Board.

Board reconvened at 9:40 a.m., with all members present.

Kelsey Siegler, Zoning & Planning Administrator, joined the meeting. 

As the hour of 9:30 A.M., was past, the board held public hearing on the definitions that were recommended by the Pierce County Zoning & Planning Board to be added into the Zoning & Planning Regulations. No comments were received prior to the hearing and no one was present.  Moved by Johnston and seconded by Christenson, to add the following definitions into the Zoning & Planning Regulation:
1. Surface mining: Including strip mining, open-pit mining and mountain top removal mining in
which soil and the rock overlying the mineral deposit are removed but the underlying mineral deposit                     is not disturbed. Not to include borehole drilling or underground mining.
2. Aggregate material: Category of coarse particulate material used in construction, including sand, gravel, crushed stone, slag, recycled concrete and geo-synthetic aggregates.
3. Excavating: removal of aggregate material.
4. Seismographic exploration: the search for commercially economic subsurface deposits of crude oil, natural gas, and minerals by the recording, processing and interpretation of artificially induced shock waves in the earth. Artificial seismic energy is generated on land by shallow borehole explosives such as dynamite, or surficial vibratory mechanisms mounted on specialized trucks that transmit seismic wave energy into the subsurface rock layers. Motion carried.

Public hearing was held on a request from Knife River Materials for a conditional use permit, that was recommended by the Pierce County Zoning & Planning Board, for an aggregate mining operation located in S1/2NE1/4, section 30; 158 N. Rge. 71 W (Juniata). Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the conditional use permit requested by Knife River Materials, providing that proper signage, speed and dust control be used.  Motion carried.

Public hearing was held on a request from Johnnie Sander for a variance that was recommended by the Pierce County Zoning & Planning Board, for placing a mobile home in Section 28; 157N., Rge 73 W (Walsh). Moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to approve the variance request from Johnnie Sander.  Motion carried.

Public hearing was held on a map drawn up on the Extraterritorial limits, showing the first ½ mile of the quarter/quarter section and the second ½ mile that is shared jointly with the county. The Pierce County Zoning & Planning Board recommended that the Extraterritorial Map and Chapter 40-47 NDCC be adopted.  Moved by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to implement the provisions of NDCC 40-47 as recommended by States Attorney, Galen J. Mack, and adopt the map as provided by Interstate Engineering, in relation to the extraterritorial zoning, surrounding the city for Rugby.  Motion carried.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, joined the meeting.  Also present were Steve Jacobson, B & J Excavting, Inc. and a representative from D.L Barkie Construction, Inc.

As the hour of 10:00 AM. was past, chairman called for the opening of sealed bids for Project DR 4190- PW 9-Permanent Alternate Route, Sec 28/33; Twp 153 N. Rge.73 W.  The following bids were received:

Moved by Johnston and seconded by Christenson, to accept the bid from Knife River, in the amount of $97,964.10, upon pending approval from Galen J. Mack, States Attorney.  Deadline for project completion is October 29, 2016.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed special events permits from Stephanie Hackel, Balta Bar & Grill, for July 16, 2016 –Recreation Sports Tournament at Buffalo Lake and August 7, 2016- Balta Demo Derby; from Daniel Corum for July 8 and 9, 2016 for a family reunion; and from Virgil Lemar, for a wedding reception and dance on  July 30, 2016, all located in the county. Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the special events from Stephanie Hackel, Balta Bar & Grill, Daniel Corum and Virgil Lemar. Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence from Red River Basin Commission, requesting 2016 funding for water management planning and activities. Chairman directed correspondence be sent to the Pierce County Water Resource Board.

Patrick Dechant, North Dakota Pipeline Company, LLC (Sandpiper) joined the meeting. Patrick presented a map asking the board to approve a permit for drilling on township right of way, located in township 157 N. Rge. 71 W. on 68th St NE.  After further discussion, moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to approve the permit from North Dakota Pipeline Company, LLC (Sandpiper), which is east of 38th Ave NE and 68th St NE, approximately ¼ of a mile.  Motion carried.

Karin Fursather, Auditor-Treasurer, presented the Pledge of Assets from Merchants Bank, Bremer Bank and Ramsey Bank.  Bank balances as of June 30, 2016 were reviewed.  Moved by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to approve the Pledge of Assets as presented.  Motion carried.

Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting.

Board reviewed report submitted by supervisor, on custodian at the Memorial hall. Chairman Migler stated we either need to find more things for the custodian to do or we will need to look at cutting his hours. Full board agreed that he does need a supervisor!

There being no further business, Migler adjourned the meeting at 12:00 noon.
