The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on June 5, 2018.  Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffert and Larson present.  Also present was Bryce Berginski, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Migler led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to accept the financial report for the month of May.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5897-5907, in the amount of $2,783.63, for the month of May.  Motion carried.

Don Jelsing, representing the Fair Board, met with the board asking the board for consideration of making the Pierce County Fair Association the official Pierce County Fair. Don said they then could possibly apply for grants. He also asked if the county would contribute approximately 8 loads of gravel on the 39 acres of land that the Fair acquired.  After further discussion, moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to make the Pierce County Fair Association the official Pierce County Fair.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Administrator, HACTC, joined the meeting.

Mike presented the sheriff’s report for the month of May, to the board as follows: Total calls-48; Medical calls-3; Fire calls-3; Traffic accidents-3; Assist Other Agencies-5; Prisoner Transports-5; Arrests-22; Citations-47; Papers Served-36; Warrants Served-7.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC board.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Christenson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid for the month of April, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Administrator, HACTC, gave the board an update on the inmate population for May, which was 101. High 106, Low 97.  June currently has 103. Bookings 67; Releases 67; Personnel 24/24, 2 resignations- 1 June; 1 July. 1 new hire. One significant incidence-current hospital duty-USMS offender. Deficit for the month of April was $3,544.30.

Mike stated that no contract agreement has been approved with the USMS, as of today. 
He said that he is working on the 2019 budget and there will be a couple of capital items that will be needed- 1 parking lot repairs, seal coat, stripping and purchase a vehicle for the HACTC.  Mike also informed the board that one of his officers has approached him if the county had the NDPERS life insurance product, which is $7,000 term life insurance, which the county would contribute $.28 per month, per permanent employee or any employee that works 20 hours per week. He asked the board to consider this benefit at budget time.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to approve the financial report for the month of April, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Board reconvened at 9:15 A.M., with all members present.

A public hearing was held on a conditional use permit application submitted by Knife River Materials, for an “aggregate mining operation”, located in the N1/2NE1/4, Section 23, Township 158 North; Range 71 West.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the conditional use permit from Knife River Materials, for an “aggregate mining operation”.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the site authorization for games of chance, from Larry’s Bar of Selz, beginning July 1, 2018 and ending June 30, 2019.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by Melissa L Anderson, for tax years 2016 & 2017 (2018-41-42), on the following described property as Lots 10,11,12, Block 2, Bjorke’s Addition, located in the City of Rugby.  Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Brossart, to approve the abatement application for tax years 2016 & 2107, as recommended by the Tax Director, in accordance with homestead credit. Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application submitted by George Zinck, for tax year 2018 (2018-40), on the following described property as Lot 6, Block 1, Prairie View Estates, located in the City of Rugby.  Moved by Larson and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the abatement application for tax year 2018 & 2019, as recommended by the Tax Director, and to concur with the City of Rugby, as a two- year $150,000 exemption on new single-family dwelling.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, authorizing the Auditor-Treasurer, to issue checks to the election workers after the Primary Election.  Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to cancel the following warrants from Merchants Bank- Ck 5655-Dylan Yoder $32.48; Ck 44396-ND Chapter APCO $90.00, and send payment to the State Land Department, as unclaimed property, per NDCC 43-30-1.17(05).  Motion carried.

After reviewing the lighting specials for Barton Township, a motion was made by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to increase the specials per parcel by $5.35, to help defray the monthly costs to Otter Tail Power Company for the street lights.  Motion carried.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met with the board on the upcoming CNOB-CNOC-3527 (056) road project.

Board adjourned at 10:00 A.M., to sit on the Board of Equalization Meeting.

Board reconvened at 11:00 A.M, with all members present.
