The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in special session on March 30, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 10:00 A.M., with members

Bohl, Larson and Migler present.  Johnston absent.  Also present was Matt Lunde, Sheriff.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Chairman Christenson shared correspondence dated March 8, 2012 from Karlyle Erickson, County Agent, stating that he would be retiring March 30, 2012. Christenson also informed the board that an advisory board will be set up to interview applicants for the opening of the county agent position.  

A lengthy discussion was held concerning the conditions of the county roads.  A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, that the Pierce County Commission are advising no truck traffic for the next 10 days, thru (April 9, 2012), due to conditions of the roads, unless it is an emergency.  Motion carried.

There being no further business, Migler moved to adjourn the meeting at 11:10 a.m.

April 3, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on April 3, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Johnston, Bohl, Migler and Larson present.  Also present was Terri Barta, The Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to accept the March minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to accept the financial report for the month of March.  Motion carried.

Fursather, Auditor/Treasurer, informed the board that the audit was completed by the State Auditor’s Office. In order to clear up balances that have been carried on the books for years in various accounts, a motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to transfer $52.50 from mobile home to General Fund, $15.01 from General Fund to cash items, $2,487.47 from Advance Tax to General Fund and $4.10 from the General Fund to Bremer Bank, in order to balance the bank statement.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following township (s) for road repair: Truman Township $864.24, Ness Township $6,679.60, and Torgerson Township $10,841.49.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, authorizing the Chairman to cast proxy vote to elect Ron Krebsbach, to the Board of Directors, to represent counties on the North Dakota Insurance Reserve Fund Board.  Motion carried.

Judge John McClintock met with the board stating that the State Judiciary Planning Committee is proposing changing the boundaries of the district judges. Judge Mike Sturdevant and Judge John McClintock are opposed to this change. A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to adopt a resolution that the Pierce County Board of County Commission strongly opposes taking Pierce County out of the Northeast Judicial District.  Resolution adopted and is on file in the Auditor’s office.

Johnston gave the board an update on the renovation of the bathrooms at the Memorial Hall.  Also, discussed when the road department will go to 50 hours per week, which will start on April 16th. Johnston also discussed with the rest of the board a request from David Denich, Community Service Coordinator.
Board reviewed correspondence received from Joe Lies, NE Regional Emergency Response Coordinator.  A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Migler, to recommend Ken Reed, EMS Director/Coordinator, to represent the county on the regional emergency response advisory committee.  Motion carried.

Wayne Stevenson, Tax Director, joined the meeting. Board reviewed abatement application filed from Marie Beachler, on S 40’ Lot 2 & N 27 1/3’ Lot 3, Block 2, Solems 1st Addition, to the City of Rugby, for the years 2010 and 2011.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to approve the abatement application from Marie Beachler for the years 2010 and 2011, in accordance with homestead credit filed.  Motion carried.
Darell Mitzel, Esmond Fire District and Doug Wolfe, Alexanter Township, met concerning the southern part of the county. They questioned if it would be possible to get 9-1-1 signs up in Alexanter, Rosedale, and parts of Hillside and Girard Townships, as these townships are served by emergency responders other than Rugby. The board will look into this matter.

As the hour of 9:30 a.m. was past, the chairman called for the opening of the clay and gravel bids.  Also present were Rita Dokken, Dokken Construction, Pete Ritterman, Ritterman Trucking and Steve Jacobson, B & J Excavating, Inc. The board reviewed the bids and declared them in order.  A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Bohl, to accept all bids for clay and graveling.  Motion carried.

As the hour of 10:00 a.m. was past, the chairman called for the opening of the machine hire bids for the construction season. The board reviewed the bids and declared them in order.  A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Migler, to accept all bids for machine hire. Motion carried.

Robert Indvik, Wold Engineering, met with the board and presented right of way plats on two sites located in Hillside Township. A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, pending states attorney’s approval, on the two sites located in Hillside Township, for Wold Engineering to complete the right of way plats.  Motion carried. 
Correspondence was reviewed that was received from Red River Basin to release 2012 funding for the Red River Basin Water Management Planning, in the amount of $1,105.00.Christenson informed the Auditor to send this correspondence to the Pierce County Water Resource Board.

Migler informed the rest of the board that the property the county received from foreclosure procedures, located in Orrin, needs to be torn down and buried.

As the hour of 10:30 a.m. was past, the board held hearing on the zoning request application form Verizon Wireless.  Wayne Stevenson, Zoning Administrator and ReAnn Kelsch, Verizon Wireless, joined the meeting.  The Zoning and Planning Council recommended to the board of county commissioners, to approve the request for a conditional use permit, for the construction of a 270’ communications tower and 12’ x 30’ equipment shelter on a 100’ x 100’ parcel, to be enclosed with a 7’ chain link fence, in the SW1/4 section twenty-nine (29) Township 153 North Range 72 West. No written comments were received prior or during the public hearing and no one appeared. After further discussion, a motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to approve the request from Verizon Wireless for a conditional use permit, providing that all federal and state guidelines are followed.  Motion carried.

Michelle Lind joined the meeting concerning 4-H programs and things that need to be completed for fair and achievement days. Michelle said that she would be willing to do the necessary paperwork to keep the 4-H program going, until a county agent is hired. She also thanked the board for keeping a county agent in Pierce County. A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Migler, to hire Michelle Lind for 8 hours, more or less, per week, to do the necessary paperwork for the 4-H program, until a County Agent is hired. Motion carried.
Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting.

Mike Hanson, District Director, NDSU Extension, joined the meeting.  Also present

was Jim Teigen.  Mike gave a little background on the county agent position, in which NDSU and county split the salary 50-50 and asked if the county would like to partner again with NDSU for a county agent. Mike also stated that he would like a local committee that would consist of two commissioners and 5 others from the community, to review the applications and hire a county agent. A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to agree to partner with NDSU and hire a county agent.  Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson to appoint Mike Christenson, Joe Bohl, Kris Blessum, Michele Lind, Jim Teigen, Steve Dockter and Robert Fritel, as members of the local committee. to review the applications and hire a county agent. Upon roll call, all voting “Aye”.  Motion carried.
Matt Lunde, DES Coordinator, met at the board’s request, concerning departmental matters in his department. Matt stated that his duties as Sheriff are consuming all of his time, therefore he recommend that the board look for someone else for the duties of Emergency Manager.  Matt said he would continue doing the duties of Emergency Manager until a replacement is found. 
As the hour of 11:30 a.m. was past, the chairman called for the opening of the culvert bids.  Also present was Charlie Krug, representing TrueNorth Steel.  Board reviewed the bids and declared them in order.  A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to accept all bids.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to purchase a shampooer for the courthouse.  Upon roll call- Johnston “Aye”, Bohl “Aye”, Migler “Nay”, Larson “Aye” and Christenson “Aye”.  Motion carried.

There being no further business, Larson moved to adjourn at 12:10 p.m.
