PROCEEDINGS OF PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

				         November 8, 2018

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in special session on November 8, 2018.  Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffert and Larson present.  Also present was Susan Sitter, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Migler led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Christenson, to accept the October minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to accept the financial report for the month of October. Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5928-5934, in the amount of $428.73, for the month of October.  Motion carried.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Christenson, to transfer $2.51 from General Fund to Sheriff’s Grant.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to appoint Jason Senger and Alan Beaver, as members of the Planning and Zoning Board.  Motion carried.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, met and gave the board a report for the month of October, for his department.  Total calls-53; Medical calls-1; Fire calls-2; Traffic accidents-6; Assist Other Agencies-7; Prisoner Transports-7; Arrests-35; Citations-41; Papers served-32; Warrants served-11.
 
Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, also shared some photos of debris that is located in Tunbridge. Josh said he had contacted Lake Region District Health on this matter and has given the owner a date of when this needs to be all cleaned up, as there are three occupied homes in Tunbridge.

Board discussed briefly an email received from Dustin Hager, County Coroner. Board recommended that Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, visit with Dustin on the concerns he had in the email.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, HACTC, joined the meeting.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC Board.

Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid for the month of October, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to approve the financial report for the month of September, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, gave the board an update on the inmate population for October, which was 105. High of 111; Low 103.  November currently has 105.  Bookings 71; Releases 74; Personnel 24/24. There was a profit of $16,867.02 for the month of September.  Miscellaneous- Mike asked the board if the jail facility could upgrade to a 4 yd. dumpster and if the county could re-purpose the current 3 yd dumpster. Board approved for the jail to upgrade to a 4 yd dumpster.

Mike Graner, Jail Administrator, said the facility is having some issues with their boiler and repairs are being made to the boilers.

USMS has agreed for 3-year term contract at $76.00/day and $28/transport for boarding costs.

Board reconvened at 9:00 A.M., with all members present.

As the hour of 9:00 A.M. was past, the public hearing was held on the Zoning of the previous incorporated “City of Barton”, located in section 14, Township 158 N. Range 74 West, and the previous extra-territorial zoning area surrounding the previously incorporated “City of Barton”, located in Sections 13, 14, 15, 22,23 and 214 of Barton Township (158-74).  After further discussion, moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to include the zoning map of “City of Barton” as is, with the exception that Block 2, of Gilmores and Block 12, of Comstocks be changed from Residential R-2 to Agricultural A-1.  Motion carried.

As the hour of 9:30 A.M. was past, the public hearing was held on an amendment to the Pierce County Zoning and Planning Ordinance to include Waste Transfer Stations under Section 8: Waste Disposal Sites; and address the application process.  After further discussion, moved by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to add the following amendment “Waste Transfer Stations” in the Planning and Zoning Ordinance.  Motion carried.

Commercial Wastes Transfer Stations: A light industrial facility where municipal solid waste is temporarily staged in the course of its eventual journey to the landfill or other waste management site.
A. Waste which is transported to and from a transfer site shall be by a waste hauler licensed by the State of North Dakota.
B. The site, operation, or facility must meet or exceed all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules, and regulations.
C. The site, operation, or facility shall be limited to inert solid waste and municipal solid waste.  Waste that is deemed hazardous in nature or exerts hazardous characteristics or nuclear waste, sewage sludge and incinerator ash are not permitted.
D. All buildings permanent and temporary shall maintain a minimum setback of 200 feet from all property lines and roadways.
E. Control access and maintain aesthetics with a minimum of six (6) feet high chain link fence along the boundaries of the area with access gates of suitable material;
F. Be sturdy and constructed of easily cleanable material;
G. Provide effective control of birds, rodents, insects, and other vermin;
H. Be adequately screened to prevent and control blowing of litter;
I. Provide protection of the tipping floor from wind, rain, or snow;
J. Minimize noise and dust nuisances;
K. Provide pollution control measures to protect surface water and ground water including runoff and equipment wash down water control measures;
L. Provide all-weather access roads and vehicular traffic areas;
M. Provide any necessary pollution control measures to protect air quality including odor and dust control and prohibit burning;
N. Prohibit scavenging;
O. Have communication capabilities to immediately summon fire, police, or emergency personnel in the event of an emergency;
P. Remove all solid waste from the facility at closure to a permitted facility,
Q. No fires shall be permitted, except by permission of the County Commission.  Any smoldering flame or spontaneous combustion at the site shall be immediately extinguished.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met with the board on Road Project CNOB-CNOC-3527(056) Reshaping & Graveling of Knox Road. Jessica presented the contractor’s progressive estimate on this project in the amount of $262,951.44, and asked the board for approval of this estimate.  Moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to approve the amount of $262,951.44, to Knife River Materials.
Motion carried.

Board reviewed and approved the road projects that will be submitted to NDDOT for their 2019-2023 County Federal Aid Program, signed by the chairman.

Maynard Peterson, RDO Equipment, met with the board on the stinger carbide tipped cutting edges for the blades and gave the board a cost on replacing the bits.  Full board agreed that they would purchase bits for all five blades.  Maynard also stated that he was asked if the board would consider replacing the bulbs in the motor grader to LED lights, in the blade that had just been purchased. Maynard quoted that the cost would be around $1200.  After hearing the cost, the board felt to leave as is.

Board held conference call with Daniel Schwartz, Planner, Nexus Planning and Consulting, LLC for the county’s Comprehensive Plan Update.  Meeting date of November 29th, from 1:00 – 3:00 pm was scheduled to start on the plan.

Board reviewed correspondence from Kelsey Siegler, Tax Director, on the proposed 2019 Pierce County Soil Type Modifiers and related adjustments.  After review, moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the 2019 proposed soil type modifiers.  Motion carried.

Donovan Breen, Project Engineer, Brosz Engineering, Inc., met with the board on Project 3-003 (029) 202, PCN 21983, New Construction and 3-003 (030) 202, PCN 21984, Reconstruction, City of Rugby, Pierce County. The City of Rugby is proposing roadway improvements on North Dakota Highway 3 in Rugby, ND from 6th St SW to 1st St NW and also at the intersection of 66th St. NE and ND Highway 3.
Project No. 3-003(030) 202 will consist of:
1. Reconstructing the intersection of 1st NW and 4th Ave SW
2. Reconstructing 4th Ave SW from 1st St. NW to 4th St SW
3. Storm water drainage improvements along 4th Ave SW from 1st St NW to 6th St SW.  Storm water improvements may also require 4th Ave SW to be reconstructed between 4th St SW and 6th St SW.
This project is expected to be constructed during the 2019 construction season.

Donovan asked the board if the traffic could be re-routed to 28th Ave NE to 66th St NE and 30th Ave NE to 1st St NE on this project?  Moved by Larson and seconded by Brossart, that the county approved the use of 28th Ave NE and 66th St NE and 30th Ave NE to 1st St NE for Project No.3. Board preferred that the re-routing goes on 28th Ave NE and 66th St NE.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed annual maintenance certification for county federal aid projects from NDDOT.  After review, moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, authorizing the chairman, auditor and states attorney, to sign the certification, which states that the county is properly maintaining the projects that had federal aid construction.  Motion carried.

Melinda Bischoff Voeller, Director, Pierce County Social Services, met with the board on the SB 2206 Social Service Redesign to form districts. Melinda felt that the board should have more time on what direction they plan to proceed with, as nothing is final, until legislation has approved the redesign of social services.  The mission of Department of Human Services is to provide quality, efficient, and effective human services, which improves the lives of people.  Services and care should be provided as close to home as possible. After further discussion, moved by Christenson and seconded by Hoffert, to work together with McHenry and Bottineau Counties, to proceed with a non-binding agreement, to see if it will work to combine social service departments into a district.  Motion carried.

Fursather, Auditor-Treasurer, presented a service agreement from Computer Express for providing one onsite day per month, along with unlimited remote support, for the auditor, tax director, recorder, sheriff and social services offices.  This would not include parts and/or equipment. Board felt to continue how it is presently being done with Computer Express and not have a service agreement.

The board briefly discussed how snow removal at the courthouse and memorial hall should be handled. Fursather, Auditor-Treasurer, was directed by the board, to contact a few entities that do snow removal and get some quotes.

There being no further business, Chairman Migler adjourned the meeting at 11:45 A.M.
