The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on October 1, 2019. Chairman Migler called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Brossart, Hoffert and Berg present.  Also present was Bryce Berginski, The Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Migler led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Christenson, to approve the consent agenda. Motion carried.

Moved by Brossart and seconded by Hoffert, to accept the September minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Berg, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Berg, to accept the financial report for the month of September.  Motion carried.

Moved by Berg and seconded by Brossart, to approve Treasurer’s checks #6023-6026, in the amount of $501.35, for the month of September.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence from the North Dakota State Fair, requesting delegates to be appointed by the board.  Moved by Hoffert and seconded by Berg, to appoint Donald Jelsing and Mike Ostrem, as delegates to the State Fair Association annual meeting.  Meeting will be held at the FFA Hall of the State Fair Center, in Minot, at 1:00 P.M., on November 20, 2019. Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence from Tanya Wieler, HR Consultant, on Policy 603- Personal Leave.  After further discussion moved by Brossart and seconded by Christenson, to make the change to Policy 603-Personal Leave.  Motion carried.

The Joint Boards of County Commissioners held the annual budget meeting for Lake Region District Health Unit by conference call at 8:30 A.M.  Allen McKay, Administrator, Lake Region District Health, presented the budget for 2020.  The amount requested is based on the taxable valuation of each county in the district.  The amount of funding requested for 2020 budget year is $146,660.00 for Pierce County.  Upon roll call vote- Unanimous ballot was cast for the Lake Region District Health Unit.  

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, met and gave the board a report for the month of September, for his department.  Total calls-59; Medical calls-2; Fire calls-1; Traffic accidents-3; Assist other agencies-15; Prisoner transports-3; Arrests-9; Citations-28; Papers served-19; Warrants served-3.

Board recessed to sit on the HACTC Board.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, gave the report on the HACTC, for the month of September.
Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, went over the bills for the month of September.

Moved by Berg and seconded by Christenson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid, for the month of September, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Josh Siegler, Pierce County Sheriff, gave the board an update on the inmate population for September, which was 107. October currently has 103; Bookings 91; Releases 79.  Pierce County inmates booked in 25; 9 remain in custody.  There was a deficit in the amount of $3,809.24, for the month of August. 

Personnel 24/24; 2 new officers; 2 officers graduated from CO basic; 1 officer promoted to Sgt. and two officers promoted to corporals.   Miscellaneous items- an onsite assessment will be done by ECI on October 9th, for an upgrade on the cameras.

Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the financial report for the month of August, for the HACTC.  Motion carried.

Board reconvened at 9:15 A.M., with all members present.

Berg informed the rest of the board concerning the hours of the community service coordinator. She said his time sheet is all over the board and should be more consistent with the rest of the county employees. After further discussion, moved by Berg and seconded by Hoffert, that the community service coordinator will work 35 hours a week, Monday -Friday, with the hours of 8:30 AM- 4:00 PM. Motion carried.

Dennis Lynnes joined the meeting.  Berg introduced Dennis to the rest of the board.  Dennis has taken the position of custodian for the courthouse/memorial hall.

Board held hearing on the minimum sale price for real estate acquired through tax deed action, in accordance with sections 57-28-11.  No written comments were received.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Brossart, to approve the minimum sale price, as recommended by the Tax Director, and that the terms of the sale on November 19, 2019, be for cash only.  Motion carried.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met and asked the board if they would like to add CMC 3522 Graveling and Reshaping from ND 3, 8 Miles South, then East to County line, to their Federal Aid Program for 2020.  The board will be discussing this with the NDDOT on Monday, October 7th at 9:45 A.M., at the Bismarck Civic Center.

Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting.

As the hour of 11:00 A.M. was past, the chairman called for the opening of the propane, diesel fuel and gasoline bids.  The following bid was received and declared in order: Envision.  Diesel Fuel- daily price less $.14 cents; Propane- $.99/gallon; gasoline- net reduction from pump price, less $.03 cents per gallon.  Moved by Christenson and seconded by Berg, to accept the bid from Envision.  Motion carried.

Discussion with Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, were the Tunbridge Cleanup; contract agreement for licensed clinical counselor; and an AG opinion on Dissolution process, as the law changed.

There being no further transactions of the county, Chairman Migler adjourned the meeting at 11:15 A.M.
