PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY BOARD OF EQUALIZATION





   June 5, 2012

The Pierce County Board of Equalization met in annual session on June 5, 2012.

Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 10:00 A.M., with all members present.

Wayne Stevenson, Tax Director, reported on the changes in assessment on agricultural, residential and commercial property comparing 2011 to 2012.  The total residential property increased 20%; commercial property 1.64 and agricultural increased 36.5%.  Overall increase was 29%.
All cities and organized townships approved their assessments. Wayne presented an appraisal report on property owned by Norman Erickson. Wayne said that his property was listed at 116,400.  A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Bohl, to lower the true and full value from 116,400 to 90,000 as that is what was stated on the appraisal. Motion carried.
Wayne Stevenson, Tax Director, informed the board of the changes made in the unorganized townships.

After reviewing the applications that were submitted for inundated agricultural land, a motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to approve all the inundated land applications as presented by Wayne Stevenson, Tax Director.  Motion carried.
