The Pierce County Board of Equalization met in annual session on June 4, 2013.

Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 10:00 A.M., with all members present.

Kelsey Siegler, Tax Director, reported on the changes in assessment on agricultural, residential and commercial property comparing 2012 to 2013.  The total residential property increased 29%; commercial property 8% and agricultural increased 13%.  Overall increase was 17%.
