PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY BOARD OF EQUALIZATION

				June 3, 2014

The Pierce County Board of Equalization met in annual session on June 3, 2014.  Chairman Johnston
called the meeting to order at 10:15 a.m. with all members present.  Also present was Kelsey Siegler, Tax Director and Ruth Atkinson.

Ruth Atkinson asked questioned why her land values keep going up in Juniata Township as much of her land is covered with water.  Kelsey recommended that she fill out an application for inundated land.

Kelsey Siegler, Tax Director, reported on the changes in assessment on agricultural and commercial property comparing 2013 to 2014.  Agricultural property increased 12%. Residential property increased by 2% due to new growth and re-appraisals; Commercial property increased 6% due to re-appraisals.

All cities and organized townships approved their assessments, except Hagel Township denied the inundated land application from Leon Samuel.
