The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on February 4, 2014.
Chairman Johnston called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Christenson, Bohl, Migler and Larson present.  Also present was Tim Chapman, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Johnston led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to accept the January minutes. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Christenson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Board reviewed time sheets that are submitted by the salaried employees.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to accept the financial report for the month of January.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to transfer$100,000.00 from County Poor Relief to Social Welfare Fund.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to approve Treasurer’s checks 5184-5205 in the amount of $9,264.08 for the month of January.  Motion carried.

Yvonne Hagen, Community Service Coordinator, met and asked the board if the hours for the community service coordinator position are going to remain at 28 hours per week, as she cannot get the work done in the allotted time. Yvonne also stated to the board that she didn’t realize that she was on a probation period, as she has been employed with the county for 17 years. Yvonne said that she will be meeting with the advisory board on Friday, February 7, 2014.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, that for the next six months, hours for the community service coordinator position will vary from 28- 38 hours per week.  Motion carried.

Lynette Vollmer, HR Assistant, met and reviewed the employee handbook refresher with the board.
Lynette informed the board that she will be presenting the employee handbook refresher to all county employees. 

Yolanda Schmidt, NDSU Extension Agent and Mike Hanson, District Director, met with the board. Yolanda informed the board that her administrative assistant has accepted a full time job elsewhere and asked the board to reconsider the administrative assistant position in her office as a fulltime position. Yolanda stated she doesn’t have the time to hire someone part-time at this time and that she would meet with the board in April to discuss this issue, which will give the board time to explore their options. Yolanda went over the variety of new 4-H programs and that there are approximately 40 kids enrolled in the program.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met and went over the preliminary costs for project CNOA-3529 (054) structural overlay from NDSH 17, 3 ½ miles east of Wolford, thence 3 miles to the Pierce/Rolette County line. Jessica said that the bid letting of this project could be done the same time as Rolette County does their 7 miles.  A conference call with Rolette County was held concerning the projects and that Rolette County would be the lead county.  An agreement would need to be drawn up for both counties to sign and the bid letting would be held on April 15, 2014.  There will also be an alternate bid for the ½ mile into the Hawk Museum. Pierce County would contribute 1/3 of the costs for bonds, mobilization and field laboratory.

Jessica suggested that in the spring the board flag the spots on the Orrin Road and bid this project for May or June.

Melinda Bischoff Voeller,  Social Worker, joined the meeting.

A conference call was held at 10:30 A.M. with the McHenry County Commissioners, concerning the letter that they received from Pierce County, dated January 8, 2014. Harry Bergstad, Chairman (McHenry County) asked if the commission would consider continuing to the end of the year with sharing the expenses of the Social Service Director. Pierce County Board feels that the director is
 overwhelmed with the case loads and they feel that Pierce County should have their own full time director that is knowledgeable of all the programs, so that they can assist wherever needed. McHenry County Auditor suggested that Pierce County get full staffed and see how it works before hiring a director.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, that payment be made from the 2013 Disaster Fund to the following townships: Alexanter Township $416.98; Meyer Township $39,869.65, Jefferson Township $8,104.75 and Pierce County Road & Bridge $981.04.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Christenson, to transfer $4,000.00 from the General Fund to the Community Service Program, as per 2014 budget.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, that the assessment for blading and snow removal from township roads with motorgrader, will be increased from $130.00 per certified road mile to $145.00 per certified road mile for the 2014 year.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Christenson and seconded by Larson, to transfer $2,500.00 from the General Fund to the Historical Society, as per 2014 budget.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed grant that is sponsored by the ND Department of Trust Lands.  A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Bohl, to apply for Energy Impact Grant Funds in the amount of $150,000.00.
Motion carried.

Board reviewed abatement application filed from Alice Axtman, (6-2014) on Sheraton Condominium 104 on Lot 19 Block 4 & Lot 8, Block 5, Southview Estates, located in the City of Rugby, to lower the true and full value from 114, 590 to 85,000, as recommended by the Tax Director and to concur with the City of Rugby, for tax year 2013.
