PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS





February 7, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on February 7, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Bohl, Larson and Migler present.  Johnston absent.  Also present was Terri Barta, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to accept the January minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Discussed amongst the board was possibly sending Johnston to the annual Barnes County Commissioner Day, which will be held in March.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to accept the financial report for the month of January.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

Board reviewed correspondence received from the Pierce County 4-H Leaders’ Council.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following townships for road repair: Road & Bridge $1,757.24; General Fund $1,958.02; Meyer Township $864.80; Tuscarora Township $19,036.69.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to amend the 2011 budget as follows: Expenditures- Unorganized Townships $322,327.06 to $386,156.09.  Motion carried.

Discussed was putting the sand spreader up for sale that the county owns.
A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Bohl, to transfer $4,000.00 from the General Fund to the Community Service Program, as per 2012 budget.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, to approve the software support agreement for the calendar year 2012, with Software Innovations.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed bills from Buffalo Lake Sportsmen’s Club, for which the county participates in.  A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to make payment from the County Park Fund, in accordance with agreement.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed the county’s total costs to blade the township roads per mile for each blade operator.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, that the assessment for blading and snow removal from township roads with mtorgrader, will be increased from $115.00 per certified road mile to $125.00 per certified road mile for the 2012 year.  Motion carried.
Wayne Stevenson, Tax Director, joined the meeting. Also present were David Thompson and Wilhelm Berndt. Board reviewed abatement application from Rugby, N.D Corporation of Jehovah’s Witnesses on Outlot 187 of SW1/4SE1/4 (31) 157-72 Rugby Outlots, located in the City of Rugby and that the property be exempted from August thru December, as it was a vacant lot owned by the church, now used for worship services. A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Bohl, to approve the abatement application from Rugby, ND Corporation of Jehovah’s Witnesses on Outlot 187 of SW1/4SE1/4 (31) 157-72 Rugby Outlots, located in the City of Rugby and that refund be made.  Motion carried.
Wayne informed the board that county property was sold to Richard L Grabowski Revocable Trust and that Mr. Grabowski is dissatisfied with the property description and would like the county to survey the property.  This was tabled until the board can talk with the state’s attorney.

Sheriff Matt Lunde, presented two proposals for the board to review on a vehicle for his department.

Wayne informed the board about correspondence he received concerning man camps.
Wayne met with the board concerning the agricultural land value per acre adjustment for the 2012 assessment.  His recommendation is to increase the value per acre by 37.05% to be within the tolerance allowed, as set by the State.  A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to increase the agricultural value for the 2012 assessment by 37.05%.  Motion carried.

Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting.  Discussed was the property the county sold to Mr. Richard Grabowski. Galen will contact Mr. Grabowski on this matter.

After reviewing the proposals for a vehicle for the sheriff’s department, a motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to purchase a 2012 Dodge Ram 1500 crew cab from McGuires in the amount of $12,580.00 with trade-in.  Motion carried.

There being no further business, board adjourned the meeting at 11:15 a.m.
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
