   January 3, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on January 3, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Larson, Bohl, Johnston and Migler present.  Also present was Terri Barta, Pierce County Tribune.
Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to accept the December minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to approve the abatement application from the City of Rugby, on parcel #9518, due to clerical error, as city is exempt from taxation.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following townships for road repair: Reno Valley Township $15,961.38; Balta Township $7,193.82 and Rush Lake Township $2,227.86.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence letter from ND DEM on DR #1515 (2004FEMA).  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to de-obligate 2004 Fema Funds in the amount of $14,591.84.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed bills from Balta Wildlife Club, for which the county participates.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to make payment from the County Park Fund, in accordance with agreement.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, that all general taxes remaining on record, at the date of sale; be cancelled on S 50’ of Lots 14 & 15, Block 5 and Lot 5 Block 10, Wolford Village, all located in City of Wolford, in accordance with Section 57-28-17 of the N.D.C.C..  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, that proper deed be issued onthe following described county property as S 50’ of Lots 14 & 15, Block 5 and Lot 5, Block 10, all located in Wolford Village, to City of Wolford.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to authorize the chairman and auditor to sign the release from Catholic Mutual for the Primary and General Election, which will be held on June 12, 2012 and November 6, 2012, for the polling place at St.

Anthony’s Hall in Selz.  Motion carried.

Karin Fursather, Auditort/Treasurer, presented the Pledge of Assets from Merchants Bank, Bremer Bank and Ramsey Bank.  Also reviewed, were the bank balances as of December 31, 2011.  A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, to accept the Pledge of Assets as presented and declare Merchants Bank, Bremer Bank and Ramsey Bank as depositories.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to amend the 2011 budget as follows:  Expenditures- Road & Bridge $652,233.65 amend to $757,927.12; 2009 Fema $170,210.85; 2011 Fema-$188,710.85; County Agent- $54,752.46 amend to $59,411.95; Job Development Authority $132.62; State Grants $11,079.22; Garrison Diversion $20,033.56 amend to $20,261.95; Devils Lake Jt Water District $439.43 amend to $2,285.98; Soil Conservation District $12,391.57 amend to $19,634.87. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to re-appoint Rick Larson to the Souris Basin Planning Council, with Johnston as the alternate.  Motion carried.

Discussed amongst the board, was the north and south Orrin Farm to Market Road.
Discussion was held concerning increasing the costs for blading and snow removal.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, that the assessment for blading and snow removal from township roads with motorgrader will be increased from $115.00 per certified road mile to $130.00 per certified road mile.  Upon roll call- Johnston “Nay”; Bohl “Aye”; Migler “Nay”; Larson “Aye”; and Christenson “Nay”. Motion died.

The board discussed having a meeting with the townships. Meeting will be held on Monday, January 30, 2012, at 1:00 P.M., at the Memorial Hall.

There being no further business, Johnston moved to adjourn at 9:45 a.m.
