PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS





January 30, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in special session on January 30, 2012. Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 1:00 P.M. at the Memorial Hall, with members Bohl, Johnston and Migler present.  Larson absent.  Also present were officers from all organized townships, except Hagel, Antelope Lake, Tuscarora and Torgerson Townships.

Karin Fursather, Auditor/Treasurer, informed the townships that the 2011 FEMA monies are in, except for large projects.  Deadline for completion of 2011 Fema Sites is September 1, 2012. She also informed the townships that if they had any bills, to get them into the Auditor’s office, so disbursement of Fema funds can be made.

Handouts were given to all the townships present, on the costs for the county shops. Migler stated that the Road & Bridge Fund deficit spent $105,000 for 2011.

Christenson said with added costs the new rate for blading and snow removal will go from $115 per township certified road mile to $125 per certified road mile for 2012.
Discussion was held on when the deadline is for implementing the high density road signs. Christenson also touched on cutting of road ditches and fences. Todd Lysne, Elverum Township, suggested that an article be put in the paper, along with the ad for cutting road ditches.
Migler showed the township board members a map showing where spraying was done by Dave Walker.  Each township is to mark the map showing where leafy spurge and Canada thistle are and return the maps back in. It was suggested that Dave Walker contact each township before spraying. Spraying will be done in June.
Joe Volk, Reno Valley Township, asked the commission to contact their legislators concerning fixing roads.

Peter Burgard, Elling Township, asked if the Orrin Farm to Market road will be getting fixed on the southwest part of the county. Migler said that possibly more of the Orrin Road would be repaired.
There being no further business, board adjourned at 2:00 P.M.
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
