PROCEEDINGS OF THE PIERCE COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS





July 23, 2012

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in special session on July 23, 2012.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 7:00 A.M., with members Johnston, Bohl and Migler present.  Larson absent.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to release the lien of forgivable mortgage on Gail Kuhnhenn property located in Lot 3 except the East 4’, Block 1 of Schmaltz’s Addition.  Motion carried.

Board began reviewing departmental budgets and any correspondence that was received from the departments.
A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following townships for road repair: Rd District #26 (Hillside) $28,988.59; Truman -$92.68 and Road & Bridge $4,797.01. Motion carried.

Larson joined the meeting at 8:15 a.m.

Wanda Bollinger, Buffalo Lake Sportsmen’s Club, met and asked the board if they would be willing to be the sponsoring agent for a grant that Buffalo Lake Sportsmen’s Club would like to apply for, through the Game & Fish Department, to construct a restroom facility.  A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to be the sponsoring agent for a grant which Buffalo Lake Sportsmen’s Club is applying, with a 25% match.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, that Pierce County shall levy no mills for the purpose of funding the lease of HACTC, for and during the 2013 calendar year.  Resolution is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Larson, to budget $4,000.00 out of the 2013 budget for the Community Service Program.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to budget $10,000.00 out of the 2013 budget for the county fair.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to approve the Joint Exercise Governmental Powers with Souris Basin Planning Council on the dues of $1,742.80 for the 2013 budget.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed a request from Carrie Vallier, 9-1-1 Coordinator, to purchase a cordless phone with 9-1-1 capabilities, in the amount $472.00. A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to purchase the cordless phone for the 9-1-1 department.  Motion carried.
Christenson left the meeting at 9:15 a.m.

There being no further business, Johnston moved to adjourn the meeting at 9:30 a.m.
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
