Board began reviewing departmental budgets and any correspondence that was received from department heads.

There being no further business, Christenson moved to adjourn the meeting at 10:15 A.M.

			                   August 6, 2013

The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on August 6, 2013.  Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M., with members Johnston, Bohl, Migler and Larson present.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to accept the July minutes as mailed. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to accept the financial report for the month of July. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to approve the Treasurer’s checks # 5106-5110 for the month of July.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to transfer $100,000.00 from the County Poor Relief to Social Welfare Fund.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johnston and seconded by Bohl, to transfer $150,000.00 from Highway Distribution Fund to Road and Bridge Fund.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following township for road repair: Rd District #26 (Hillside) $15,173.01. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to enter into a joint powers agreement with Association of Counties (NDACo) for Public Administrator Support Services for the years 2014-2015.  Motion carried.

Allan McKay, Administrator, Lake Region District Health, presented the budget for 2014. The amount requested is based on the taxable valuation of each county in the district. He explained the programs, along with the costs and funding. The amount of funding requested for the budget year 2014 is $92,750 from Pierce County.  Meeting of the joint boards will be held on September 3, 2013 at 8:30 A.M. by conference call.

Brad Odden met with the board and asked if it would be possible to rent part of the county shop to store his equipment until he can find another building. He also inquired if there is any way to collect the fee for impounding vehicles. 

Roger Sitter, Board Member, Historical Society and Cathy Jelsing, Executive Director, met and explained the importance of museum for tourism and being part of our heritage. Cathy stated that Section 11-11-53 of the North Dakota Century Code, board of county commissioners may appropriate out of the general fund of the county a sum not to exceed five thousand dollars annually, in addition to the historical society levy. Roger and Cathy said any contribution that the board could make, would be greatly appreciated. Board asked if they charge a membership fee for the owners that store their vehicles at the museum.  Board suggested that they should put the question on the ballot in the spring for ¾ of a mill. 

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to appoint Karin Fursather, as a delegate of the Association of Counties for the next two years, with Rick Larson being the alternate.  Motion carried.

Jessica Tagestad, Wold Engineering, met and went over the suggested county road projects where the county will receive funding from the State in February 2014. These funds can only be used on CMC Routes (i.e. federal aid routes). Project deadline for submitting the proposed road projects is August 16, 2013.

A conference call was held at 10:00 A.M. with Rolette County on county 30, in which Rolette is proposing to overlay 5.9 miles and asked if Pierce County would be willing to overlay their 3 miles located in the county. This would be paid through funds appropriated by HB 1358.

Jim Blessum, Meyer Township and Bud Chalmers met with the board concerning a bill that the county received from B & J Excavating for drainage work that was done in Meyer Township. Chairman Christenson said that language needs to be added to the county’s zoning regulations that drainage issues in new development will be the responsibility of the developer. Board is also going to check with the water board to see what they would be contributing towards the bill.

Galen J. Mack, Pierce County States Attorney, joined the meeting. Discussion was held on the changes that need to be made on the LEC Agreement. Also discussed was the agreement for boarding of prisoners between the City of Rugby and HACTC.   A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Larson, authorizing the chairman and auditor to sign the Combined Law Enforcement Center Agreement upon completion.  Motion carried.

Matt Lunde, Sheriff, presented the board reports from his department for the month of July.

Discussion was held concerning the request made by Historical Society for funding out of the general fund for the 2014 budget year. A motion was made by Larson and seconded by Johnston, to budget $2500.00 out of the general fund for the historical society, for budget year 2014 only.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held amongst the board on the evaluations that were completed on the county employees for budget purposes.

There being no further business, Christenson moved to adjourn at 1:45 P.M.
