The Pierce County Board of County Commissioners met in regular session on April 2, 2013.
Chairman Christenson called the meeting to order at 7:30 A.M., with members Johnston, Bohl, Migler, and Larson present.  Also present was Chris Bieri, Pierce County Tribune.

Chairman Christenson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Board interviewed applicants for the opening blade position in Rugby.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Bohl, to accept the March minutes as mailed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, to approve those bills previously paid and those yet unpaid were ordered paid.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed Officer fee reports and hourly workers time sheets.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to accept the financial report for the month of March.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed bills from the City of Balta, for which the county participates.  A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to make payment from the County Park Fund, in accordance with agreement.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Larson, that payment be made from the 2011 Disaster Fund to the following township (s) for road repair:  Road District #23 (Girard) $26,483.56.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Migler and seconded by Johnston, to transfer $100,000.00 from County Poor Relief to Social Welfare Fund.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Migler, to approve Treasurer’s checks #5060-5073 for the month of March.  Motion carried.

Board reviewed correspondence from North Dakota Insurance Reserve Fund pertaining to electing arepresentative to serve on the board of directors.  A motion was made by Bohl and seconded by Johnston, authorizing the Chairman to cast a proxy vote to elect Bruce Strinden  to the Board of Directors, to represent counties on the North Dakota Insurance Reserve Fund Board.  Motion carried.

Roger Tank met with the board and asked if it would be possible to open the minimum maintenance  road going 2 ½ miles east of the landfill.

Galen J. Mack, States Attorney, joined the meeting.  Discussion was held on the LEC Agreement .

As the hour of 9:30 A.M. was past, the chairman called for the opening of the clay and gravel bids.  Also present were Bruce Dokken, Pete Ritterman and Steve Jacobson.
